SALMON RECOVERY FUNDING BOARD (SRFB) 

The Snake River Salmon Recovery Board (SRSRB) was developed to assist in the goals for salmon 

recovery and conservation efforts. The SRSRB is the regional coordinator for grant funding from the 

Salmon Recovery Funding Board (SRFB).  For several years now, ACCD has acquired SRFB grants to 

help fund projects that protect and/or restore salmon habitat.  Restoration projects assist in the recovery 

of habitat conditions that have been degraded, damaged or destroyed. Typical projects include: 

 In-Stream Passage ς includes activities that provide or improve fish migration upstream and 
downstream of road crossings, dams and other in-stream barriers. Passage projects may include 
replacing barrier culverts with fish passable culverts or bridges, removing barriers (dams, logjams) or 
constructing fishways. 

 In-Stream Habitat ς includes activities that enhance freshwater fish habitat below the ordinary high 
water mark, such as adding boulders, gravel or woody materials; relocating a channelized stream to a 
more natural channel configuration; removing and controlling nonnative in-stream plants.  

 Riparian Habitat ς includes activities that will improve the riparian habitat such as planting native 
vegetation, managing invasive species; or controlling livestock, vehicle and foot traffic within protected 
areas. 

 Upland Habitat ς includes activities that improve habitat important to fish but occur upslope of the 
riparian area. Projects may include upland erosion control, upland plant establishment and 
management. 

ACCD is always looking for good, quality projects to submit to SRFB. We are already starting to work 

on applications for the 2012 funding cycle, so if you have any ideas please let us know. Below are some 

examples of projects that have been funded by SRFB.
